The Ladders reports that 75 percent
of hiring managers indicate receiving
a thank you letter affects their
decision-making process. An easy
way to prepare our thank you is to
ask during the interview, “What
qualities will the successful candidate
possess?” The employer’s answer is
critical intelligence. If we possess
said qualities, reflect on them in the
thank you letter. Be sure to send your
thank you within 24 — 48 hours after
the interview and don’t attach the
thank you, rather, place it in the body
of your email. If you interviewed with
more than one person, send an
individual thank you email to each.
