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Restlessness of imagination and intellect in a writer can damage his
standing with critics, but Sciascia’s insatiable curiosity, keen intellect, de-
testation of injustice wherever perpetrated have made him a writer who
could not be restricted to any one genre. His reputation has been en-
hanced by his versatility, guaranteeing his place among the great writers
of the twentieth century. He remains best known, especially outside Ita-
ly, as novelist and author of idiosyncratic detective stories which seek to
discover not only ‘whodunnit’ but why the crime was committed, who
profits by it, and what is the nature of collusion between low-level crim-
inals and seemingly respectable figures in society. His novels, including
To Each His Own and The Context, can be enjoyed as thrillers or crime sto-
ries, but they simultaneously probe questions of socio-political ethics.
The investigation by his detectives is not primarily directed at individual
guilt but at uncovering flaws in the very structure of society. He exposed
mafia power in Sicily and Italy, and the mafia provided the lens or met-
aphor behind his sceptical view of all power. He once accused himself
of not having great creative powers, and while this judgement is highly
dubious, he did not always find fiction the most suitable vehicle for his
enquiries. He devised a new genre which corresponds to no existing cat-
egory but which can be conveniently described as the ‘essay-enquiry’.
The very idea of enquiry is the central feature of his cast of mind and
of his output as a whole, fiction or non-fiction. Essay-enquiries include
Death of the Inquisitor, set in the age of the Counter-Reformation, The
Stabbers, an account of a plot in Palermo in the mid nineteenth cen-
tury after Garibaldi’s landing, and The Moro Case, an investigation into
the kidnap and assassination of the politician Aldo Moro by the Red
Brigades in 1970s Italy. In addition, Sciascia was what would once have
been known as a ‘man of letters’, author of many essays and articles on
literature, history and politics, as well as an acerbic commentator on
current affairs, essayist, belle-lettrist and occasional poet. He acknowl-
edged his debt to Enlightenment thinkers and his insistence on reason
as the basis of civilisation has contributed to his fame outside as well as
inside Italy. His focal point was his native Sicily, but his work is the prod-
uct of a refined, critical spirit which is both Sicilian and cosmopolitan,
which is at home in different cultures and which acknowledges its debt
to such varied authors as Pirandello, Stendhal, Kaf ka and Borges. His
tenacious campaigning for truth and justice gives him renewed impor-
tance in an age of relativist scepticism. An early enthusiast, Gore Vidal,
once wrote that «Sciascia has made out of his curious Sicilian experience
a literature that is not quite like anything else done by a European». He
himself claimed that his Sicilian experience made him a pessimist, but
his works give ground for hope. This new volume attempts to give due
attention to the totality of his rich and varied output, to evaluate his
achievement in the context of own time and also to assess his enduring
legacy. It is hoped that it will extend the appeal of this important author
to an English-speaking audience.

Joseph Farrell is Emeritus Professor of Italian at the University of
Strathclyde, Glasgow. In 2005, he was given the title Cavaliere della Re-
pubblica Italiana for his work in promoting Italian culture abroad. The 
history and culture of Sicily have always fascinated him, and so he 
was inevitably drawn to the work of Leonardo Sciascia. He has pub-
lished articles on Sciascia in learned journals and newspapers, and has 
given talks on his works in European and American universities. He 
is translator of The Knight and Death and A Straightforward Tale and is 
currently a member of the advisory board of «Todomodo». His first 
book on Sciascia was published by Edinburgh University Press in 1995, 
and the desire to reconsider Sciascia’s work in the light of the many 
stimulating studies published in recent years has led to the present 
work. Farrell’s other works include: Sicily, A Cultural History; a biogra-
phy of Dario Fo and Franca Rame; a study of Robert Louis Stevenson 
in Samoa; and in 2021 Honour and the Sword, a study of the history and 
culture of duelling. He has produced two book-length interviews, the 
first with Franca Rame and the second with Dacia Maraini. Together 
with Paolo Puppa, he edited the History of Italian Theatre for Cam-
bridge University Press. He has also edited volumes of essays on Carlo 
Goldoni, Dario Fo, Primo Levi, Carlo Levi, Ugo Betti and the mafia. 
He produced critical editions in English of plays by Fo, Pirandello and 
Goldoni, translated three film scripts by Giuseppe Tornatore, as well 
as novels by Sciascia, Consolo, Del Giudice and Valerio Varesi, and 
plays by Fo, Goldoni and De Filippo.

THE MYTH

The American Aunt

Song of  the Exposition

of  literary American was born during the rise of  
fascism as a standard and example for those Ital-
ian writers who passionately read and translated 
novels by William Faulkner, Ernest Hemingway, 
John Dos Passos and Truman Capote. During and 
after the fascist era, the discovery of  American 
literature was for Elio Vittorini, Cesare Pavese, 
Emilio Cecchi, Mario Soldati, Giorgio Bassani 
and others not only a practical work opportunity, 
but also an ideal connection with a territory of  
f reedom that appeared like a stage for all human-
ity, where each story could find its representation. 
A new «fabulous East» to dream and escape into, 
a new world in which to stage one’s own human 
show, free from the constraints of  the dictatorship 
suffered at home. The Liberation contributed to 
increase the myth, including the cinematograph-
ic one, while American foreign policy and civil 
rights were questioned in the post-war period, as 
repeatedly emphasized by G.A. Borgese. At the 
same time, f rom the other side of  the Atlantic 
Ocean, the Mediterranean was seen as the origin 
of  ancestral cultures at the base of  Western civili-
zation. One read its literature and philosophy, and 
admired its art. Several intellectuals set out on a 
journey to re-connect with history and under-
stand modernity; Leonardo Sciascia would wel-
come them to his land, a crossroads of  cultures 
and exchanges. The writer lived conditions differ-
ent f rom those who have traveled beyond the Pil-

lars of  Hercules. He welcomed, communicated, 
exchanged points of  view on that very myth that 
involves the two Atlantic coasts. In the United 
States, his articles were translated and published 
in national and local newspapers, his books – as 
well as the films inspired by them – aroused inter-
est, allowing for a better understanding of  Italy at 
the time. Although Sciascia never traveled to the 
United States, he could have become an Ameri-
can, if  his father, who worked for a few years in 
a New York laundromat, had decided to take his 
family with him: «But he never talked about it to 
us; for him America was the unacceptable and the 
unspeakable. Back in Racalmuto, he wanted to 
forget everything, as if  that period had never ex-
isted». The thirteen Sciascia Colloquium will take 
its clue precisely f rom the notion of  “unspeak-
able,” seeking to investigate the author’s recep-
tion in North America, the way he read American 
novels and watched famous films, his view of  a 
continent both dreamed of  and rejected, and his 
shared idea of  ​​the «crepuscular myth of  America: 
which, when beauty fades, does not know how 
to cover the mirrors and look inside itself». For 
Americans, on the other hand, the writer opened 
the doors of  understanding, as Gore Vidal put 
it: What is the mafia mentality? What is the mafia? 
What is Sicily? When it comes to the exploration of  
this particular hell, Leonardo Sciascia is the perfect 
Virgil.
